b. Ductbank Flag Between MH 50 and MH A-31, Quadrant E6: Add two (2)
columns of three open ducts to the right of 3h x 1w ductbank flag.

6) Plate 46, Existing Ductbank Routing Plan - Area F. Revise as follows:

a Ductbank Flag Between MH 30 and MH 23-A (on Sheet E106), Quadrant A5:
Add 5h x 4w ductbank with reference to Note 4. As seen from MH 30, left to
right, the top row contains symbols for spare, spare, 600V, and open duct. The
bottom row, left to right, contains “2B”, spare, 600V and open duct.

b. Ductbank Flag Between MH A-12 and MH B-7, Quadrant B6: Add two (2)
columns of three (3) open ducts with reference to Note 3.

C. Ductbank Flag Between MH B-5 and MH B-6, Quadrant C4: Add blank duct
above the second and third columns of ducts.
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7) Plate 46, Notes. Add the following notes:

a “3. The six (6) open duct leave MH A-12 but do not reach MH B-7. The
terminal point of these six (6) ductsis not known.

a Ductbank Flag Between MH A-2 and MH A-3, Quadrant C5: Add 600V duct to
left of spare duct in the top row.

9) Plate 53, Ductbank Routing Plan - AreaD: Delete the ductbank flag containing the
single“P’ duct near MH C-17 (Quadrant E5).

a Ductbank Between Vault B-17 and MH B-18, Quadrant B3: Deletein its entirety,
the ductbank flag closest to MH B-18 containing “B2” and “C1” in the top row
and “P’ and “S’ in the bottom row.

b. Ductbank Between MH 23-A and MH 30 (on Sheet E115): Add 2h x 2w
ductbank flag. Looking from MH 23-A toward MH 30, the top row contains“S’
and “S’ from left to right. The bottom row contains“S’ and “S’ from left to
right.

b. Ductbank Flag Between MH 79-D and MH A-1, Quadrant B4: Add “Add 2
ducts’ with arrow pointing to the two (2) spare ducts.

16) Pate69, Vault A7, Detail 4: Change “SW-AB4” to read “SW-AB3” on the switch
located the furthest north of Vault A7.

17) Plate 73, MH B-18, Detail 28. Add “SW-BC2" with arrow pointing toward the switch
located to the west side of MH B-18.
