II SPECIAL CONDITIONS

C.2.1 The Contractor must be certified by the State of New York and/or the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for the proper of pesticides within the State where
work is being performed. The Contractor must adhere to all rules and regulations
relating to herbicides. A copy of the appropriate certifications shall be furnished
to the Contracting Officer’s Representative prior to commencement of work.

Permits and Licenses:  The Contractor shall, at his/her own expense, obtain any
licenses or permits required to perform the contract.  The Contractor shall comply
with all current Federal, state and local laws and regulations and shall comply
with any subsequent changes.

C.2.2 The Contractor shall be provided with the appropriate form (Pesticide
Application Record) to maintain herbicide records.  This form shall be completed
and furnished to the Government Representative upon completion of each site or day.

C.2.3 The Contractor shall coordinate the location of a designated area for mixing and
preparing herbicides with project personnel as well as providing a spill
containment system constructed of impervious materials or an alternative, as
required.

Operations and Storage Areas:  The Contractor shall confine all operations
(including storage of materials) to areas authorized or approved by the COR.
The Contractor shall hold and save the Government, its officers and agents free
and harmless from liability of any nature occasioned by the Contractor’s
performance.

No separate payment
will be made for environmental protection measures. All environmental protection
matters shall be coordinated with the COR.

C.2.6 Accident Prevention:  In performing this contract, the Contractor shall comply
with all current Federal, state, and local safety regulations, including the
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements Manual EM 385-1-1,
and shall comply with any subsequent changes.

C.2.7 Accident Reporting: In the event of an accident or injury involving contractor
personnel or equipment in performance of work, the Contractor shall immediately
notify the COR by the most expedient means feasible.  If instructed to do so,
the Contractor shall complete forms furnished, and/or provide a written
description of the incident within 24 hours of notification to do so.

C.2.8 Security Clauses:  All  contractor employees working on this contract must be a
citizen of the United States of America, or an alien who has been lawfully
admitted for permanent residence as evidence by the Alien Registration Receipt
Card, Form 1-15, or who presents other evidence from the INS that employment
will not effect his/her immigration.

C.2.9 Minimum Man-Power Requirements:  The Contractor shall provide an
adequate number of fully qualified personnel to perform the work
specified herein. The areas to be sprayed are dam embankments and
areas that are not easily accessible. It is suggested but not
required that a minimum of three persons are needed to apply the
herbicides.

C.2.10 The Contractor is required to use a spray rig to apply the herbicides with no
less than a 600 gallon tank and equipped with an anti-siphon device. A spray
gun/guns shall be required to accommodate a variety of different spraying
requirements.  (The gun shall be required to spray a wide swath pattern that
is uniform across its width and achieve applying a spray solution at 100
gallons per acre, or concentrate the spray pattern for spot treatment.)  A
minimum of 300 feet of spray hose is required.  The spray rig shall have an
automatic reel system installed.

C.2.11 The majority of areas to be treated are accessible by a high-
 volume spray rig.

C.2.16 Payment:  The Contractor will be paid only for work accomplished
 and performed in accordance with the specifications and the
 requirements of Delivery Orders.  The Contractor’s administrative
 time to accomplish work, including time spent traveling to and
 from the job site and for the purpose of transporting personnel,
 equipment, materials, and supplies or other items to the job site
 will not be considered as work for payment under this contract.

C.3  SPECIFICATIONS

C.3.1 All work under this contract shall be performed between 15 June              and
15 July inclusive. Normal working hours and days, except as otherwise specified
or approved in advance by the Project Manager and Contracting Officer’s
Representative (COR), shall be Monday through Friday, between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30
p.m.  No work shall be performed on Federal Holidays.

C.3.2 All herbicides shall be applied on successive work days (weather permitting)
once the work has commenced and work shall be inspected at the end of each day
by the COR or authorized Government Representative.

C.3.3 Notification of Work to be Performed: When the Contractor is notified of work
required under these specifications, the Contractor shall begin work within
seven (7) calendar days after receipt of such notification (unless approved in
advance by the COR).  The notification to the Contractor of work to be performed
will be by issuance of Delivery Orders. Absolutely no work shall begin prior to
issuance of a Delivery Order.

C.3.4 A certified herbicide applicator shall be on site and certified within the State
in which the pesticides are applied.

C.3.5 The Contractor is prohibited from using Government property to clean equipment
or dispose of any waste.

Combined, these two
programs form the Government’s Quality Assurance Program.

C.4.2 The Contractor shall establish a complete quality control program
to assure the requirements of the contract are provided as
specified under all sections of the contract.  Program shall
include an inspection system covering all the services stated in
the contract specifications.  It must specify all areas to be
inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis and the
individual(s) who shall do the inspection.

C.4.3 The Government will monitor the Contractor’s performance in each functional area
under this contract and reserves the right to use whatever additional
surveillance procedures are deemed appropriate.

MEMORANDUM FOR ALL CONTRACTORS

SUBJECT:  Central Contractor Registration (CCR)

1.  Reference memorandum, CEDB, dated June 26, 1997, subject: Central
Contractor Registration.

2.  The purpose of this memorandum is to advise all contractors that your
company must be registered in the CCR or you will not be awarded a Federal
contract.

3.  The Debt Collection Improvement Act of 1996, requires Federal agencies to
have the Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN) for every contractor and to pay
every contractor through electronic funds transfer.  The CCR registration was
also created to be the single source of contractor data for the entire DoD,
to avoid administrative duplication and allow contractors to take
responsibility for the accuracy of their own business information supplying
it though a single registration.

4.  CCR allows Federal Government contractors to provide basic information,
capabilities, and financial information one time to the government. This
requirement applies to all solicitations and awards. The only exemptions will
be for purchases made with the Government wide commercial purchase card,
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contracting offices located outside the U.S., classified contracts, and
contracts executed to support contingency or emergency operations.

5.  The Department of Defense (DoD) has implemented the capability for
contractors to register in the CCR through the World Wide Web.  For
information regarding CCR registration, the CCR Web site may be accessed at
http://www.ccr.gov/index.cfm .
Other information regarding registration can be obtained through CCR
Assistance Center (CCRAC) at 1-888-227-2423. A paper form for registration
may be obtained from the DoD Electronic Commerce Information Center at 1-800-
334-3414.

2)  APPLICABLE TO AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS ONLY - NIGHT DIFFERENTIAL:  An employee is
entitled to pay for all work performed between the hours of 6:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. at
the
rate of basic pay plus a night pay differential amounting to 10 percent of the rate of
basic pay.
3)  WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at night as part of a
regular
tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional 10% of
basic pay

such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the employee engaged in the operation,
irritation of the skin, minor burns and the like; minimal damage to immediate or
adjacent
work area or equipment being used.  All operations involving, unloading, storage, and
hauling of ordance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than small arms
ammunition.  These differentials are only applicable to work that has been
specifically
designated by the agency for ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential
pay.
** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **
If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (either
by
the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or local law,
etc.),
the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by laundering or dry cleaning)
such
uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an employee where such cost reduces
the
hourly rate below that required by the wage determination. The Department of Labor
will
accept payment in accordance with the following standards as compliance:
The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an adequate
number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual cost of the
uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made the
responsibility
of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determination
shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreement providing for a
different amount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual
cost),
reimburse all employees for such cleaning and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week
(or
$.67 cents per day).  However, in those instances where the uniforms furnished are
made of
"wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal
garments,
and do not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or
commercial

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form
1444
(SF 1444)}
Conformance Process:
The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is not
listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to be
performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage determination), be
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classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable relationship (i.e.,
appropriate
level of skill comparison) between such unlisted classifications and the
classifications
listed in the wage determination.  Such conformed classes of employees shall be paid
the
monetary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming
process shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performance of contract work
by
such unlisted class(es) of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or
fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See
Section
4.6 (C)(vi)}  When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate
SF
1444 should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be
conformed.
The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:
1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed
occupation(s)
and computes a proposed rate(s).
2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order
proposed
classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed
classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage rate(s),
including
information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the authorized representative
of the
employees involved, or where there is no authorized representative, the employees
themselves.  This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than
30
days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work.
3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report
of the
action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including
the
position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division,
Employment
Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section
4.6(b)(2) of
Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).
4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or
disapproves
the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the
contracting
officer that additional time will be required to process the request.
5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.
6) The contractor informs the affected employees.
Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.
When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of
Occupations"
(the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties
requested
are not performed by a classification already listed in the wage determination.
Remember,
it is not the job title, but the required tasks that determine whether a class is
included
in an established wage determination.  Conformances may not be used to artificially
split,
combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the wage determination.
