Raystown Lake is located in Huntingdon and Bedford countiesin South Centrd Pennsylvania,
approximately 95 mileswest of Harrishurg and 175 miles east of Pittsburgh. It is south of the town of
Huntingdon and approximately 70 miles north of the Pennsylvania- Maryland border.
